Qn\ Turn off winter heaters
e Check that all the heaters you used this winter are
turned off such as baseboard heaters, crawlspace
heaters, and water heat trace systems.

ﬁ Laundry

* Use cool water to wash your clothes - it takes a
lot of electricity to heat water.

® Hang clothes on a clothesline instead of using
the dryer.

@ Lighting

e Choose LED light bulbs — they use 75 per cent less
electricity than regular incandescent bulbs and last

25x longer!

® When the weather is really getting warm, close
curtains and blinds to block the sun from heating
up your home.
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CZ)Q Move the air in the house

e Create a cross-breeze by opening windows on
opposite sides of your home. This is ideal in spring
when temperatures are mild.

e Consider installing a ceiling fan. Set the blades to
spin counter-clockwise in the summer (in the winter
change the direction to clockwise to circulate
warm air).

¢ At night, open all the windows to let cool air
inside.
